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WHAT:  UDCA is the reverse of “standard” carding.  

In attitude situations: small cards are encouraging; high cards are discouraging.  

In count situations: high-low shows an odd number; up the line shows even. 

UDCA does not affect/apply to your leads.

WHEN:  Encourage when you like partner's lead or don't want partner to switch to another suit.


Discourage when you have no interest in the led suit, and you want partner to switch.  

ATTITUDE situations:

· Partner leads the suit, and you follow;

· Either side leads a suit in which you or partner is void and can signal by discarding in another suit.

Bear in mind:  you have to judge when the value of signaling to partner outweighs the benefit of declarer's having the knowledge, as well.

COUNT situations:

· Opponent leads the suit;

· When the value of giving count to partner outweighs the benefit of declarer's having the information, as well.

WHY:  

· You don't want to waste a high card in a suit where you DO have interest.

· You usually have more dispensable cards in a suit in which you have no interest.

· You can better understand carding of opponents who are using upside-down carding.

· It's more difficult for declarer to false-card when you use upside-down carding.
